4a. Show how to tie a square knot, two half-hitches, and a tautline hitch. Explain how each knot is used.

Tenderfoot Rank Requirements

la. Present yourself to your leader, prepared for an overnight camping trip. Show the personal and camping
gear you will use. Show the right way to pack and carry it.

1b. Spend at least one night on a patrol or troop campout. Sleep in a tent you have helped pitch.

lc. Tell how you practiced the Outdoor Code and Leave No Trace on a campout or outing.

2a. On the campout, assist in preparing one of the meals. Tell why it is important for each patrol member to
share in meal preparation and cleanup.

2b. While on a campout, demonstrate the appropriate method of safely cleaning items used to prepare, serve,
and eat a meal.

2c. Explain the importance of eating together as a patrol.

3a. Demonstrate a practical use of the square knot.

3b. Demonstrate a practical use of two half-hitches.

3c. Demonstrate a practical use of the taut-line hitch.

4d. Assemble a personal first-aid kit to carry with you on future campouts and hikes. Tell how each item in the
kit would be used.

5a. Explain the importance of the buddy system as it relates to your personal safety on outings and where you
live. Use the buddy system while on a troop or patrol outing.

5b. Describe what to do if you become lost on a hike or campout.

5c. Explain the rules of safe hiking, both on the highway and cross country, during the day and at night.

5d. Explain why it is important to hike on trails or other durable surfaces ad give examples of durable surfaces
you saw on your outing.

Second Class Rank Requirements

2a. Explain when it is appropriate to use a fire for cooking or other purposes and when it would not be
appropriate to do so.

2d. Explain when it is appropriate to use a lightweight stove and when it is appropriate to use a propane stove.
Set up a lightweight stove or propane stove. Light the stove, unless prohibited by local fire restrictions.
Describe the safety procedures for using these types of stoves.

3a. Demonstrate how a compass works and how to orient a map. Use a map to point out and tell the meaning of
five map symbols.

3b. Using a compass and map together, take a 5-mile hike (or 10 miles by bike) approved by your adult leader
and your parent or guardian.
